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NAIA-SIDA Clarence “Ike” Pearson Award

Recognizing the outstanding national and conference/A.I.I administrators of the past year


Description: The award is given annually to a member of the NAIA-Sports Information Directors Association (NAIA-SIDA) to honor outstanding contributions to the profession.  The award is named for the former statistical crew chief of the NAIA Division I Men’s Basketball National Championship.

Criteria 

1.  Must be a member of the NAIA-SIDA during the academic year nominated.

2.  Must have been a member of NAIA-SIDA for five full years.

3.  Must have demonstrated outstanding service to the profession as well as to the NAIA at the conference, independent and national levels.  Special consideration will be given to involvement in NAIA-SIDA and NAIA championship events.
4.  Previous winners of the award are not eligible.

Required Nomination Materials

1.  Official nomination form.
2.  Current high resolution photo.
3.  Resume.
4.  Letters of recommendation from the nominee’s:
a. director of athletics;
b. chief executive officer or vice president;
c. colleagues and members of the media.
Nomination Procedure

1.  
A president, athletics director, conference or A.I.I. sports information director or institution information director may nominate an NAIA-SIDA member from any conference within the association. 

2. 
Nomination materials must be received at the NAIA National Office no later than July 15.

National Award Selection

1.  The NAIA National Office will forward all nomination materials to the Ike Pearson Award Committee for selection of the national award winner. The committee consists of past recipients of the award; the chair is most immediate past winner who is still a member of the NAIA-SIDA. The committee votes by email ballot sent by the NAIA Department of Sports Information.
2.  After selection is made, the National Office officially notifies the national winner a week before NAIA National Awards Day in September.
Recognition
The national award recipient is announced publically during NAIA National Awards Day in September and will be presented with a certificate and recognized at the annual NAIA-SIDA awards function prior to the annual CoSIDA convention.
