Recognizing the outstanding national and conference/CAC (Independents) faculty athletics representatives of the past year

Description 
The award recognizes a conference/CAC (Independents) and national Faculty Athletics Representative (FAR) of the Year. The award honors the late Wally Schwartz, former NAIA vice-president of Legislative Services. The intent is to consider members who are FARs in all phases of the FARA on college campuses and at the conference level. The recipient should exemplify the loyalty, enthusiasm, and honesty that Wally Schwartz exemplified on behalf of the NAIA. (Registrars are not to be considered for this award as they have their own association.)

Criteria
1. Must be active as a FAR at member institutions or conference/CAC (Independents) committee organizations.
2. Must have minimum of five years of service as a FAR and continue to be associated with their institution, and/or conference/CAC (Independents).

Required Nomination Materials
1. Official nomination form
2. Current high resolution photo
3. Specific letters of recommendation:
a. President/chancellor (if affiliated with an institution)
b. Conference commissioner
c. Colleagues in the conference/CAC (Independents)

Nomination Procedure
1. Each affiliated conference /CAC (Independents) may nominate one FAR based on accomplishments of preceding years and submit the required materials to the commissioner of their affiliated conference/CAC (Independents) by the June 15 deadline. 
2. The conference/CAC (Independents) winner will be recognized as the “Conference/CAC (Independents) FAR of the Year.” 
3. Conferences/CAC (Independents) are free to announce their conference winners at any time after selection.
4. The nomination materials for the conference/CAC (Independents) winner will be forwarded to the National Office by July 15.



National Award Selection
1. The NAIA National Office will forward the conference/CAC (Independents) winner’s nomination materials to the Council of Faculty Athletics Representatives for selection of the national award winner.
2. After selection is made, the National Office officially notifies the national winner before NAIA National Awards Day in September.


Recognition
The national award recipient will be announced publically during NAIA National Awards Day in September and will be presented with a certificate and recognized at an annual function in conjunction with the NAIA National Convention.
